CARBON MONOXIDE EXPOSURE safety

Check or replace carbon monoxide batteries twice a year: when you change the time
on your clocks each spring and fall. Replace smoke alarm alkaline batteries at least
once a year. Test alarms every month to ensure they work properly.

» Do have your heating system, water heater and any other gas, oil, or coal burning
appliances serviced by a qualified technician every year.

» Do seek prompt medical attention if you suspect CO poisoning and are feeling
dizzy, light-headed, or nauseated.
